Od 2008. godine zaposlena je u Klinici za infektivne bolesti ,Dr. Fran Mihaljevi¢“ u Zagrebu, gdje sudjeluje u
rutinskoj i specijaliziranoj mikrobioloskoj dijagnostici te u konzilijarnom savjetovanju kliniCara u zbrinjavanju
bolesnika s teSkim, invazivnim i multirezistentnim infekcijama. Od lipnja 2025. godine obnasa duznost
procelnika Odjela za bakteriologiju, s odgovornoS€u za organizaciju rada laboratorija, osiguranje kvalitete,
uvodenje novih dijagnosti¢kih metoda te stru¢no usavrSavanje i edukaciju specijalizanata i mladih lije¢nika.
Od 2025. godine djeluje i kao konzilijarni mikrobiolog u Specijalnoj bolnici Agram u Zagrebu.

Medicinski fakultet SveuciliSta u Zagrebu zavrsila je 2000. godine. Specijalizaciju iz medicinske mikrobiologije
s parazitologijom zavrSila je 2008. godine, a stru¢ni poslijediplomski studij iz medicinske mikrobiologije 2007.
godine. Doktorski stupanj znanosti stekla je 2022. godine na Medicinskom fakultetu SveuciliSta u Zagrebu
obranivSi disertaciju pod nazivom ,Serotype distribution and antimicrobial resistance in invasive
Streptococcus pneumoniae isolates in Croatia“. Tijekom profesionalnog razvoja kontinuirano se stru¢no
usavrSavala u podrucju molekularne dijagnostike, nadzora antimikrobne rezistencije i interpretacije
mikrobioloskih nalaza u klinickom kontekstu.

Primarius Iva Butié¢, MD, PhD, is a specialist in clinical microbiology with extensive clinical, academic, and
scientific experience in infectious diseases, laboratory diagnostics, and antimicrobial resistance. She has
been employed at the University Hospital for Infectious Diseases “Dr. Fran Mihaljevi¢” in Zagreb since 2008,
where she is involved in routine and advanced microbiological diagnostics and provides consultative support
for clinicians managing patients with severe, invasive, and multidrug-resistant infections. In June 2025, she
was appointed Head of the Department of Bacteriology, with responsibilities including laboratory organization,
quality assurance, implementation of new diagnostic methodologies, and education and supervision of
residents and junior physicians. Since 2025, she has also served as a consultant microbiologist at Agram
Special Hospital in Zagreb.

Dr. Buti¢ graduated from the School of Medicine, University of Zagreb, in 2000. She completed her
specialization in Medical Microbiology and Parasitology in 2008 and a postgraduate specialist study in
Medical Microbiology in 2007. She earned her PhD in 2022 at the School of Medicine, University of Zagreb,
with a dissertation entitled “Serotype distribution and antimicrobial resistance in invasive Streptococcus
pneumoniae isolates in Croatia.”
